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Search for Missing Aircraft 

(Georgia) – Civil Air Patrol aircrews in North Carolina and Georgia worked well into the night searching for any sign of an aircraft with one person on board on a flight from Cleveland, Georgia to Murphy, NC. The missing aircraft is described as a 1978 Cessna 182 RG. It departed Mountain Airpark (0GE5) near Cleveland, GA at about 9:30 a.m. yesterday. A family member reported the pilot overdue to local authorities when he failed to arrive at his intended destination, Andrews-Murphy Airport in western North Carolina. Residents who may have seen a low flying aircraft yesterday morning along the intended route from Cleveland, Georgia to Murphy, NC are urged to call their local sheriff’s department or the Civil Air Patrol at 678-570-5422.

The Civil Air Patrol from Georgia and North Carolina, as well as the Georgia Department of Natural Resources, US Forestry Service, and the White and Towns County Emergency Management Agencies are involved in the search and rescue in the air and on the ground. Ground teams and aircrews are searching the flight path for any signs of the aircraft or its Emergency Locator Transmitter (ELT) signal.
