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Raleigh, NC – CAP cadets representing four different NC Wing squadrons will gather at the NC National Guard Armory, Reedy Creek Rd., Raleigh, on Saturday, February 21st for a full day of drill team and color guard competition. Beginning at 9:00 a.m., both disciplines will compete in the mile run, written exams, a quiz bowl and personal inspections. The drill teams will also compete in volleyball, standard marching drill and innovative drill, while the color guards will perform in standard drill and outdoor and indoor flag posting.

Lt. Col. Al Therriault, Director of Cadet programs for the NC Wing said that the Apex and Asheville units will each field a drill team, and Apex, Asheville, Orange Co. and Raleigh-Wake squadrons will see their color guards perform. “Saturday’s event will have

the top drill team and color guard advance to the Middle East Region competition next month. Region winners will enter the National Competition later this year,” Therriault said. He also noted that two NC teams made it all the way to the national event last year.

A special U.S. Air Force Honor Guard unit from Pope AFB will present demonstrations while training the cadets.
