Group V Basic School

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The last weekend of January 2004, Group V held a two-day Cadet Basic School at the Franklin County Airport. The school was put together to instruct new cadets in the basics of the Civil Air Patrol cadet program, with heavy focus on customs and courtesies and discipline. Cadets also learned the basics of drill and ceremonies, CAP History, followership, and proper uniform wear. They were also introduced to the many opportunities available to them through the Civil Air Patrol, including National Cadet Special Activities and individual specialties they can pursue.

Much emphasis was placed on the cadets to not only memorize, but also to know the meaning of the cadet oath. This was the most heavily emphasized part of the school. The cadet oath is the foundation of the conduct of all cadets… yet many high-ranking cadets don’t even know it. Every error they make can be traced back to the oath. Their overall behavior and character issues are covered in the CAP core values (also covered with emphasis). Since these are so essential, each cadet was required to learn and analyze them in detail in order to pass evaluations satisfactorily.

Physical fitness was also included in the school. The cadets participated in PT first thing Saturday morning, after which they had breakfast and straightened up their quarters. Cadets helped each other get their uniforms ready for the formal uniform inspections that took place twice during the school. 
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The cadets followed strict military discipline and customs and courtesies. They were expected to learn CAP’s main missions, as well as all the cadet and senior member grades and other important information. All of the cadets were taught how to properly report, followed by an actual review board where they were able to present the lessons they had learned during the school.

Eighteen cadets participated in the school, including four cadet staff. Five units were represented, and there was also help from Group V staff. The senior member advisors were Capt Lisa Kovarik, Capt Matthew Mickelson, 1st Lt Shelley Chalmers, and the Group V Commander, Maj Albert Therriault.  Cadet staff members were C/Lt Col Zachariah Kovarik (coordinator of the school), C/2d Lt Paul Vicente, C/2d Lt Russell Creech, and C/2d Lt Kathryn Chalmers.
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
