REQUIRED FIELDS/BLOCKS

Name, CAPID, charter, and date are required fields for any request.  Only those members listed in CAPWATCH (NINQ) will be processed.  Applicant only needs to fill-in information block for the appropriate area.  The block with the double border at the bottom of the form is for official use only. The Transmission Information field is required to be completed if applicant is requesting a NCWGF 14 call sign.

Any information that is found to be fraudulently submitted will be used as grounds for revocation of privileges.

RADIO OPERATOR AUTHORIZATION

This block is for the application of an ROA-Basic and/or ROA-Advanced.  Applicant indicates type of request.  For new authorization instructor fills out remaining information.  If applicant passes the Basic and Advanced, instructor should check both levels.  Wing Communications Director is the approving authority for instructors.  Instructors must be on an approved ROA-A or ROA-B list for the respective class they are teaching. 

PERSONNEL CALL SIGN

This block is filled to request a new call sign or change of call sign for CAP authorized members.  Requester or their local Communications Officer must sign.  Call signs are not effective until processed and final approval granted regardless of the situation.  No call signs change automatically or instantly.  All applicants are strongly advised to verify requests with their local Communications Officer.  Any conflicts will be reassigned the next available call sign.  Leave the ‘call sign requested’ block blank if you are unsure and the next available call sign will be issued.  Member must have a current ROA-Advanced card registered in the NC Wing Communications database to receive a personnel call sign.  The ‘Current Call Sign’ does not need to be filled in for ‘New’ requests.  Any change in call sign is not effective until notified via the NC Wing Communications Authorization Officer.

TACTICAL CALL SIGN

This block is for the application of a tactical call sign for vehicles and stations owned by CAP and its members.  Applicant should choose what type of application, and the type of call sign requested.  All applicants are strongly advised to verify with local Communications Officer that requested call sign is available and not already assigned.  Leave the ‘call sign requested’ block blank if you are unsure and I will assign the next available call sign.  Be aware tactical call signs follow a special format different from personnel call signs.  The ‘Current Call Sign’ does not need to be filled in for ‘New’ requests.  Any change in call sign is not effective until notified via the NC Wing Communications Authorization Officer.

TRANSMISSION INFORMATION

Information in this block is required (except for Amateur Radio/MARS information).  Please note that the modes of operation to be checked-off are for equipment you have immediate, physical access (not the modes you desire to operate on—all operators have privileges on all modes).  Our reports must represent our communications readiness.  Please help us keep all of this information up to date.  It is not necessary to fill out this information if it is already up-to-date. The NTIA statement and listing is required before a NCWGF 14 will be issued or renewed.

GROUND STATION INFORMATION

If you operate a permanent ground station (personal or tactical), you are required to provide the following information for our files and provide updates when there are changes. Details for each area follows:

· EMRGNCY POWER AVAILABLE? – Do you have emergency power for radio equipment?

· OPERATING RADIUS (MILES) – What is the typical operating coverage (not the max)?

· FAA COORDINATED? – Is the antenna over 200 feet above the ground; or within 3 miles of an airport (remember that an airport could have the border placed beyond actual fencing) whereas the antenna will be at or above 20 feet above the highest point of the support structure?  If so, FAA coordination is required.  Indicate yes or no.
